Attaching Brackets to the Rack Post

Assembly of brackets for Rack mounting described in below diagram 
for 48 Port L2 managed switch Model.

Step 1. Attach the mounting brackets to both sides of the chassis. 
Insert screws and tighten them with a screwdriver to 
secure the brackets.

Step 2. Place the switch on a rack shelf in the rack. Push it in until 
the oval holes in the brackets align with the mounting 
holes in the rack posts.

Step 3. Attach the brackets to the posts. Insert screws and 
tighten them.
